Going to the limit of their resources, as I can testify, and even beyond the limit, they begged us most

insistently, and on their initiative, to be allowed to share in this generous service to their fellow-
Christians (2 Cor 8:3-4 reb).

Every once in a while | come across a story which causes me to tear up and say, “I’'m not worthy, Lord!” A
friend of mine sent me a copy of the story which was published in the Galveston Daily News on Dec. 27. Read it at

Last September, Hurricane Ike hit areas of southeastern Texas. The building owned by the Broadway Church of
Christ in Galveston was destroyed as well as 40% of the homes of the congregation.

Upon hearing Ike had destroyed the places of worship and homes of their American brothers and sisters, a Ugan-
dan congregation donated 36,250 shillings. Lest you think 36,250 Ugandan shillings is a large sum, it is equivalent
to $21.96. The amount may not be much from an American perspective, but it is a great amount to a Ugandan. The
annual median income for a Ugandan is $400. The Ugandan congregation’s weekly budget equals $12.

Thus, the Ugandans gave 183% of their weekly budget. If North Oaks gave 183% of its budget it would amount to
$9,393.72. The Ugandan Christians were motivated to give as much as they did because they believed the words
of the Apostle Paul in Romans 15:27-28:

[The Macedonian and Achaian congregations] have resolved to do so, and indeed they are under an obligation to
them. For if the Jewish Christians shared their spiritual treasures with the Gentiles, the Gentiles have a clear duty
to contribute to their material needs (reb).

God bless the sincerity of this Ugandan congregation and may we be more like them, for “God loves a cheerful
giver” (2 Cor 9:7 reb).
