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Ray’s Rama  

“Like the shattering of my bones are the taunts of my oppressors, saying to me all day long, “Where is 

your God?”   

Why are you in despair, my soul? Why are you disturbed within me? Hope in God, for I once again I will 
praise him, since his presence saves me and he is my God” (Psa 42:10-11 ISV).  

 
   Here’s a story pushing the limits of credibility. Ko Ko Oo and Haung Htiak—both in their 20s—were working on a 30-foot Thai 

owned fishing boat with 18 crew members in the Indian Ocean between Australia and Papua New Guinea. The ship wasn’t li-

censed as a fishing boat because it was a primitive wooden vessel with no radio or radar. The ship began taking on water and 

sunk on December 23.  
     Since the boat had no life preservers or life boats, the crew had no choice but to jump into the shark-infested waters. Fortu-

nately for Ko Ko Oo and Haung Htiak the ship’s ice box, containing ice to keep the catch cool, floated by. The two removed the 

lid of the ice box—it was the size of a large refrigerator—and climbed in.  
    Twenty-five days later, an Australian Maritime Safety Authority aircraft on a routine patrol spotted the pair floating 90 miles 

off of the Australian northern coast. Ko Ko Oo and Haung Htiak claim to have survived the ordeal by drinking rain water and 

eating pieces of fish regurgitated by seagulls. Authorities are skeptical of the 25 day ordeal described by Ko Ko Oo and Haung 

Htaik.

     It may be found that Oo and Htaik fabricated their tale, yet their story raises the issue of what you might do in a life-or-death 

situation. Could you stay in a floating ice chest for 25 days with little food or water hoping to be found? The urge to jump into 

the shark-infested waters would be real. In times of crisis the inner voices of fear and panic cannot be muted, but they can be 

drowned out by the call to faith.  
     Perhaps, the reason the Psalmist—in the passage above—speaks to himself after the taunts of his oppressors is to talk 

louder than his own panic. The fears of ―Where is your God?‖ cannot be muted during times of crisis but they can be drowned 

out by the call to faith and praise of God. In this time of economic uncertainty, make sure your faith speaks louder than your 

fears and may your praise of God be more robust than your panic.
