His 

Steelers blanket draped his lap. A pack of cigarettes and a beer were at his side as his right hand grasped the re-

mote controller. The TV, which Smith faced, played a continual loop of Steelers football highlights. 

 I don’t know about you, but I would rather not face my Creator as a Steelers fan. I would rather not stand 

before the Judge of Judges as a Red Sox or Dodger fan. I wish not to stand before God known as a hiker. I hope to 

meet my Lord as a simple follower remembered not by what I did or stood for, but viewed by God from his good-

ness and gracious love.
