 I’m planning a 90+ mile backpacking trip in August in the Sierras. My photos will convey the breath-taking 

scenery. For now I’m concerned with the challenges of the trip. The whole trip take place above 8000 feet, includ-

ing five mountain passes at or above 12,000 feet and one summit of 14,495. I climbed a 14k mountain in Colo-

rado but that was 21 years ago and without a backpack. 

 To prepare for this trip, I’ve decided to keep the weight of my pack under 35 pounds and one of the items 

of concern is my sleeping bag. My current one weighs 2.1 pounds but only keeps me warm to 45 degrees. I need to 

find something of similar weight which will keep me warm to about 25 degrees.  

 It seems $210 to $260 will get me the sleepwear needed to stay warm and weigh 2.5 pounds or less. Re-

tailers, however, know how to tantalize me with the possibility of lighter bags. For only $355-$395 I can have the 

same warmth and shave 8 oz off. If I’m willing to spend $450 or more I can reduce my sleep wear to a total of 1.5 

pounds.  

 I’m holding out for a bag that weighs less than a pound for just under $700—just kidding. Nevertheless try-

ing to sort through all the possibilities and weigh the cost benefits consumes a lot of time. I’ve decided the best 

weight reduction plan available for this Sierra trip is to remove 15 pounds of belly fat. If I can do that it won’t matter 

if my sleeping bag is a pound heavier than the lightest available on the market.  

 What is true of sleeping bags is more so when considering automobiles, houses, entertainment systems, 

colleges, retirement plans, etc. The options can be overwhelming. Marketers know how to make people nervous 

and to desire what isn’t needed. It is easy to get consumed with finding the perfect product or plan so that more 

obvious and effective ways of improving life are overlooked. 

 There is no perfect product or plan—save that of God’s salvation. Often the best thing is to simply purchase 

what is needed and nothing more. A bigger screen does nothing to improve TV programming. A better retirement 

rate of return does little if one’s spending doesn’t decrease. A luxury car doesn’t make one a better driver. Higher 

tuition doesn’t make one a better student. Often the place to look for better living is to look in the mirror and make 

changes of attitudes and habits.
