“It is a great joy to me in the Lord that after so long your care for me has now revived. I know 

you always cared; it was opportunity you lacked.” (Phil 4:10 reb) 

 
I met Rich at the gated entrance of a state park in central Maine. I was on foot, beginning my first backpacking trip. He was 

driving a rental car. Seeing me, he offered a ride to the trailhead several miles away. After brief introductions, Rich shifted into 

backpacking lingo stories.  

 

Rich had walked the 2181 miles of the Appalachian Trail (AT) twice before and desired to do it a third time. He had flown into 

Bangor, ME from Texas the night before in order to meet up with friends who were ending their own trek of the AT. ―While I‘m 

here,‖ Rich gushed, ―I‘m climbing Katahdin for the fifth time, bringing some mountain magic with me.‖ 

 

I knew about Katahdin. It‘s an ominous mountain at the north end of the AT—the peak I was to climb the next day. I, however, 

never heard of mountain magic. ―Is it the thrill of being on a mountain top,‖ I wondered? I started to ask Rich but he had al-

ready moved on to another topic. The question soon was lost in the scenery of Northern Maine. 

 

A few days after meeting Rich, I was resting on a guard rail of a logging road bridge. I had two more hours to go before my hik-

ing day was complete. I was tired, hungry and irritable. I noticed a plastic bag hung on a tree limb 30 yards up the trail. The bag 

contained a dozen cans of fruit drinks and some bagels. The drinks were still cool. There was a note taped to the outside of the 

bag: ―Enjoy the trail and the magic, from an AT hiker ‗97.‖  

 

As I swallowed one of the drinks, I wondered who would drive 40 miles one way on a potholed logging road to leave refresh-

ments for people he did not know. Whatever the reason, I was glad for I had new energy to climb the last mountain of the day.  

 

Isn‘t this what following Jesus is like? Life is tough and the path to eternal life is difficult. Nevertheless, lifeôs journey is 
made easier by the generosity of those who give gifts for others along the way.
