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Ray’s Rama

Above everything else guard your heart, because from it flow the springs of life
[Proverbs 4:23, 25-26 I1SV]

The details of the Old Testament Tabernacle and its worship items, along with the descriptions of sacrifices, festivals and
clean/unclean regulations are considered to be tedious, dated and of little use for today. The scope and minutia of the rituals
of ancient Israel are enough to prompt many to thank God for living now rather than then.

However it is easy to read about the Old Testament cultic practices without remembering their purpose. God expected Israel to
be holy as he was (Lev 11:45). The word “unique” may capture much of the idea of holy. Isaiah speaking on behalf of God
says, “l am the LORD, and there is none other; apart from me there is no god” (45:5 REB). The unique LORD God wanted Israel
to be a one-of-a-kind nation, a people whose lives revolved around the mighty acts, blessings and word of the one and only
God.

The religious details of Exodus and Leviticus are more than minutia; they were the stuff which made up a life centered upon
God. From birth to death, from eating to washing, from everyday activities to special occasions and from celebrations to lamen-
tations the Old Testament law touched and guided every aspect of ancient life. Unfortunately, Israel often practiced the rituals
without keeping their hearts true to God.

While the Church has fewer rituals than the Israelites, we can practice our rituals without meaning. How many have been bap-
tized without being buried and raised with Christ? How many take the Lord’s Supper without it affecting their weekly behavior?
Can the words of a hymn be mouthed without one’s heart involved? Can the Bible be read while ignoring the voice of God?

At times, Christians proudly declare that God is interested in the heart. Words and deeds are reflective of the heart. If one’s
speech and acts don't reflect the one and only God, what does God see when he looks at that heart? Many may claim to be
serving God rather than money, but actions verify the claim.

Guarding one’s heart starts with intentions but sooner or later intentions are expressed. It is in those expressions that the
heart is made known. Where’s your heart? What are you doing to guard your heart? What practices are you keeping in order to
guard your heart? Blessed are those whose hearts are for the LORD and are organized to stay true to God.
