Ray’s Rama   
  ―Truly I tell you, it will be hard for a rich person to enter the kingdom of heaven.   

       Again I tell you, it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for  

     someone who is rich to enter the kingdom of God.‖ (Matt 19:23-24 NRSV) 

Could you live on $43,000,000 for the rest of your life? Marie Douglas-David, a Swedish countess, former investor banker, and 

soon to be former wife of George David, says ―No!‖  Her current weekly expenses run $53,800, and, at that rate, she’ll be 

broke in less than 16 years.  

$53,800 per week sounds pricy but it’s only $2.8 million per year. There’s the New York Park Avenue apartment, three homes 

in Sweden, $700 weekly for limousine service, $4,500 per week for clothes, beauty treatments for $1,000 per week, $1,500 

weekly food and entertainment expenses, and $8,000 per week for travel. 

Before you write off Marie Douglas-David as a spoiled princess, consider her plight: She’s only 36 and in 16 years she’ll be 52. 

What will she do when her $43,000,000 runs out? She endured six years as wife to a rich playboy worth $329 million. Rumors 

say he spends 95k weekly on his yacht.

There are some things which bother me about Marie Douglas-David:  

How does one spend $4500 on clothes each week?  

How does a former investment banker not know how to make $43,000,000 last longer than 16 years?  

In her report of weekly expenses, there’s no mention of charitable giving. 

Is she unaware how the typical American household views her claim? (The median annual income for an American household 

is about the same as Marie Douglas-David’s weekly expenses.) 

It is a good thing for Marie Douglas-David that I’m not the judge in her divorce hearing. It is also a good thing that my spending 

habits are not critiqued by the average Haitian who makes $500 annually. My first preaching job—many years ago—paid $500 

per month. I just purchased a lightweight down feather sleeping bag for my backpacking trips for $199—that’s 39.8% of a Hai-

tian’s annual income.  

We’re all rich from someone’s perspective. The question for Marie Douglas-David, me and the average Haitian—―Is the king-

dom of heaven worth more than your stuff?‖ It is easier for a Haitian to answer ―Yes‖ than me, and it is easier for me to say 

―Yes‖ than Marie Douglas-David. Jesus was right—it is hard for a rich person to enter the kingdom.
