There is no one way to grieve. How one grieves depends on a number of factors, including gender. Women tend to feel their way

through loss. Men try to think their way through it. Since women are more comfortable talking about their feelings than men,

they tell and retell their story in order to make sensereteflit i t. \Y
like women. Nevertheless, the pain of loss for both genders is deep and life changing.

Whether or not a person wishes to tell others of the memories of a deceased loved one, it is important to recall and celebrat e
past memories. Recalling oneds deceased | oved one can be aiegcompl
candle, giving a toast, or doing something special to honor the loved one.

After my husband passed away in October of 2001 and my family faced Christmas without him, | couldn't put up the family tree

or even look at any Christmas tree. The only thing | could do was pray for inspiration from God as to what to do. Two days af ter

my prayer, an idea came to me. My boys and | planted a small tree in the yard in memory of my husband and their daddy. The
