A man from Beachwood, Ohio made pancakes for a Sunday breakfast in 2006. When he flipped one of the cakes
over, he saw the image of Jesus’ face on it. Claiming it was a miracle, the man told the press his story, and, then, listed the cake
on EBay. Bids went up as high as $14,999 before EBay removed the item from active bidding. The reason for the pancake’s re-
moval was the Jesus’ image on the pancake seemed to be more of human origin rather than divine. See more at: http:/

The story of Jesus’ image on a pancake story illustrates how many trivialize what is important. No one in our time
knows what Jesus looked like. The image popularly associated with Jesus is a creation of medieval artists who lived a 1,000
years after the Lord. According to Isaiah 53:2, there was nothing special about the human appearance of Jesus.

A Christian (and a good church) identifies Jesus of Nazareth with being the Christ. The term “Christ” is not the last
name of Jesus, rather it is a term signifying a person selected by God for a special service or mission. The term “Christ” or
“Messiah” was used in the Old Testament for high priest and kings. To say “Jesus is the Christ” is to claim he is more than good
man or great teacher. To say “Jesus is the Christ” is to say he is a special agent of God and should be trusted and obeyed.

To trust and obey Jesus includes repenting (Mk 1.15), confessing the Lord’s name (Mt 10.32), being baptized in the
name of Jesus (Acts 19:5), forgiving others (Mt 18.35), loving others (Jn 13.34), curbing one’s anger, lust, vows, favoritism, ad-
diction to praise and money (Mt 5.22, 28, 33; 6.1, 24), welcoming of people different from ourselves (Mt 5.39, 47) and etc. To say
“Jesus is the Christ” is to commit oneself—marriage, money, career and life—to the Lord’s agenda.

To reduce the significance of Jesus being the Christ to what we do on Sundays at church is as trivializing as trying to
find an image of Jesus on pancakes, grilled cheese sandwiches, and corn chips. Jesus is the Christ, the agent of God for the
whole of our lives. How we live our daily lives demonstrates whether or not we believe him to be.
