 òFor what I received I passed on to you as of first importance: that Christ died for our sinsó  

     (1 Cor 15.3 TNIV).  
 

      I remember reading about three years ago of a couple of Florida men who argued over the fact that there was no toilet paper in the house. The 

argument turned violent. One pulled out a rifle and the other reached for a sledgehammer. The fightôs loser could only be identified through finger 

prints. Some people die needlessly. Such was not the case with Jesus. 

     Peter, one of Jesusô early followers, claimed Jesusô death happened according to  ñGodôs deliberate plan and foreknowledgeò (Acts 2.23 TNIV), 

planned ñbefore the creation of the worldò (1 Pet 1.20 TNIV). In Markôs gospel, Jesus not once, not twice, but three times told his disciples that he 

ñmustò suffer, be rejected and be killed (8.31; 9.31; 10.33). The apostle Paul wrote that Christ died for our sins which had been foretold in the Old 

Testament.  

      In other words, Jesus died for a purpose even though peoplesô ignorance, envy and desire for political expediency were contributors. The proc-

lamation of why Jesus the Messiah had to suffer, be rejected, and be killed is one of the reasons for the Churchôs existence (1 Cor 11.26). Neverthe-

less todayôs Church can be as clueless as to why Jesus died as the original disciples were (Mk 8.32-33; 9.32; 10.37, 41). Since this is Easter week-

end, it is good to remind ourselves of the reasons for Jesusô death. 

      1)    In order to expose us. The statement òJesus died for our sinsó makes little sense unless a person understands 

how far short from goodness one has fallen. A personõs response to the Lord and his teachings and people reveals the 

capacity one has for cruelty to the poor, the powerless and the despised. Even the best of people often prove to be no 

better than the disciples who abandoned the Lord on the betrayal night. 

      2)    To take on the consequences of our misdeeds. Once a person realizes how much evil he/she has done and is ca-

pable of doing, there is an overwhelming awareness of guilt. Two of Jesusõ original disciples discovered this. Both Judas 

and Peter fell short of the behavior expected from close friends. Judas carried his guilt himself and committed suicide. 

Peter faced his weakness and the risen Lord and discovered Jesus did not hold Peterõs evil behavior against him.  

      3)   To free us for a new way of life . Knowing that Jesus takes on our misdeeds empowers a new way of living. In 

the words of the Apostle Paul, òHe died for all, that those who live should no longer live for themselves but for him who 

died for them and was raised againó (2 Cor 5:15 TNIV).  The new way of life is not the pursuit of perfection for Jesus 

has already accomplished that. The new way of life is caring about others as Christ has cared for us for this is the only 

way of living that makes sense in view of Jesusõ death and resurrection.
