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                 Rayõs Rama  
 
 “When he saw the strength of the gale he was afraid; and beginning to sink, he cried, “Save me, Lord!” Jesus at once reached out and 

caught hold of him. (Matthew 14:30-31 REB) 

 
      Daring as Peter was to get out of the vessel and to walk toward the Lord, he didn’t go far. One might think that Peter’s Lake 

Galilee sinking would have taught him and the other disciples to be less certain of themselves. However, when informed that 

upon the arrest of Jesus they would all forsake the Lord, every disciple said it would never happen. Peter declared he would die 

before doing such things. Peter found himself sinking again.  

One could argue that the leader of the apostles sank a third time when waffling on the issue of eating with uncircumcised Gen-

tile Christians (See Galatians 2:11-14). He almost sank another time when Jesus appeared to him by Lake Galilee after the res-

urrection. When Jesus demanded Peter shepherd the other disciples even to the point of dying, Peter demanded to know what 

was expected of another disciple.  

The Church is like Peter. While capable of doing so much for Jesus, the Church often sinks in fear, self-certainty and self-

concern and finds itself in need of rescuing again. My reading of 1st and 2nd Peter in the New Testament convinces me that the 

chief apostle finally learned. Peter’s self-certainty melted into humility, his fear was swallowed by faith in the Lord, and his self

-concern gave way to empathy for others. The Church has some learning to do to catch up with Simon Peter. 

Far too often I hear Christians, churches and myself express fear of the world’s wickedness as if it can prevent us from being 

what Jesus is calling us to be. How is this fear any different than Peter seeing the strength of the gale on Lake Galilee? When I 

hear Christians and churches speaking of taking on the world, I hear certainty in methodologies, worship styles, technological 

savvy, and the goodness of the intentions of fellow believers. While these things are good and necessary from a human perspec-

tive, there’s just one method, style, savvy, and goodness of dealing with Satan and the Sin which inhabits every heart—Jesus 

Christ crucified.  

When I hear Christians and churches speak, I hear a lot of concern for our identity, self-preservation, comfort and recognition. 

Yet our Lord went to the cross without a stitch of clothes, without a hint of honor, without concern for himself for the better-

ment of people who didn’t trust him, who didn’t understand him, who hated him, and who were so different from him. Can we 

who claim to be believers do any different from our Rescuer. 

Just as Peter’s flaws made him a useful servant to the Lord, so the flaws of the Church can make us effective servants of God—

so long as we are willingly to be rescued by the Lord again and again.
