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To all frightened by my absence on Sunday and the explanation given for it, let me apologize. Let me

also be clear that during my backpacking trip I was not arrested, injured, threatened, or frightened. All

along I knew my location within a 1/2 of mile of where I actually was. The cause of my tardiness was
my inability to locate a trail leading me out of the Sisquoc River bed.

The Sisquoc River Trail, downstream from Sycamore Camp, is poorly marked. The South trailhead for the Jackson
Trailfi the one I searched 8 hours forfi is marked even worse. My trail guide sheet and the last signage I saw for
Jackson Trail indicated the distance from Sycamore camp to the trail was a mile. In reality, the trail head was only
120 yards from where I camped Friday night.

Ironically, the greatest danger I faced on my whole trip occurred at the beginning of my adventure. I arrived at the
trailhead of my journey at 5:09 pm Thursday. I knew it would be no daylight by the time I reached my planned des-
tination for the night. Having been at this particular trailhead before, I was aware of a place to camp about 100
yards in a ravine to the right of my parked vehicle. For a moment, I seriously considered camping Thursday night
in the right ravine.
