OMeanwhile near the cross on which Jesus hung,

(John 19:25 reb)

Of all the people in Jesus’ life, none demonstrated faithfulness like his mother. She may have
been a teenager when the angel came with unimaginable news. Soon she was dodging rumors of an
illicit affair. Though she was pledged to marry Joseph, the wedding came sooner than either had
planned. She did not get to give her son a name of her preference.

Mysterious, exhilarating messages from angels, shepherds, magi, prophets and prophetesses were
countered by realities of a feeding trough made into a crib, the jealousy of the rulers who sought to
kill Jesus and the probable death of Joseph before Jesus became an adult.

By the age of 12, Jesus claimed his mission to be more important than his mother. While his mission
didn’t start for another 18 years, it had to be a sad day for Mary when Jesus moved to Capernaum.
Rarely did Jesus come home again. If he wrote home, the Bible is silent about it. To what degree
Mary followed, listened and understood her son as he went through out Galilee is not known.

Mary worried about the intensity with which Jesus went about his mission. Fearing he would suffer
a breakdown, she traveled more than a day to convince him to come home for rest. As far as the gos-
pels record, Jesus was too busy to see her. Mary wasn’t too busy, too hurt or too embarrassed for her
son. As he hung on the cross, she did what the heavenly Father could not; stood by her son until he
died.

While Mary’s faithfulness may intimidate some mothers, most children know on whom they can de-
pend—and its mom. For discouraged mothers, remember the best thing you can do is be faithful and
stand by them. Just as Mary did realize the results of her faithfulness until Jesus’ resurrection, so it
may not be until the resurrection that many mothers realize the impact they made on their kids.

Mary is also a reminder of why mothers should be honored. If a mom of a perfect child sacrificed so
much, think of the sacrifice needed for children who are less than perfect. There is no greater love
than having at least one person standing in one’s corner when everyone else has fled. Often that per-
son is mom.

Thank God for mothers!
