                            Rayõs Rama   
                 òLeave no room for selfish ambition and vanityó   Phil. 2:3 reb).  

I wrote the following article for publication on March 5, 2006:  
 

òLast Monday a sixth grade class from a Michigan charter school took a trip to the Detroit Institute of Arts (DIA). One of the students, a 12 year-old boy, stuck a wad of 
chewing gum on one of the displayed paintings. 
 
The painting called òThe Bayó is valued at $1.5 million. Authorities safely removed the gum but not the quarter-sized stain left behind. In the next couple of weeks, DIA will try 
various methods to get rid of the gumõs chemical residue. The 12 year-old has been suspended from school for his misbehavior. The Associated Press says the parents have also 
disciplined the boy though no specifics were revealed.  
 
The DIA has not indicated whether the boy and his parents will be billed for the repairs.  Hopefully, the 12 year-old will properly dispose of his gum in the future. See more at

What if we considered our selfishness and pettiness as sticking a wad of gum on the cross of Jesus, would we change?  The church owes its very existence to the death of the 
Lord. Nevertheless, surveys indicate Christians live no differently than their non-believing neighbors except for church attendance. 
 
Hours before his death, Jesus prayed that his followers be one (Jn 17.21). History reveals, however, that the church is no more unified than any other religion. Churches of 
Christ appeal for unity but we are as fragmented as any Christian denomination.  
 
The church proclaims that Jesus died for our sins, but other than ògetting savedó how has the cross of Jesus affected us? Letõs stop sticking our gum wads of selfishness and 
pettiness to our Lordõs cross. It is time to honor the Lordõs sacrifice with humility, obedience and concern for others.ó 
 
Three years later, I tried to find whether the gum stained had successfully been removed. I also want to know whether the school or parents were billed for the repairs. I was 
curious as well to learn how the young studentñnow 15ñhad changed. I found no follow-up stories. However I know this:  Gum wadsñbe they the chewing or the spiritual varietyñ
need to be disposed of properly; the sooner, the better.
