                            Rayõs Rama   
[ Epaphras] is always wrestling in his prayers for you, so that you may stand mature, completely convinced of the entire will of Godó (Colossians 4:12 ISV)  
 
The wrestling meet between the Pierre Governors and the Watertown Arrows would decide not only the Eastern South Dakota title but also the State rankings. 

Since Pierre hosted the event there was hope crowd support might help the Governors squeak out a win.  
 
A duel wrestling meet features 14 matches between 28 individuals grouped according to weight. Each match consists of 3 rounds of 3 minutes unless a wrestler gets pinnedñthen 
the match is immediately concluded.  
 
Wrestling is an individual and team sport and the scoring system reflects this duality. During a match, points are recorded for each wrestler so as to determine which wrestler is 
the winner. Team points are assigned according to how an individual wrestler does during his match. If a match is close, the winner earns his team 3 points. If the match is lopsided, 
the winner of a match earns his team 4 points. If a wrestler pins his opponent, he earns his team 6 points.  
 
Entering the final match, Pierre had a 2 point lead.  A deathly silence overtook the home crowd as the two heavyweights were introduced. Watertownõs heavyweight held the state 
title and was undefeated the past three years. He had pinned every opponent faced this season. Pierreõs heavyweight wrestler was nicknamed òLard-Bottomó and for good reason.    
 
Watertownõs heavyweight mopped the mat with his challenger. At the end of the first round, the match was already lopsided. As the second round began, the state champ knocked 
his counterpart down and held him like a boa squeezing a defenseless pig.  
 
As I waited for the inevitable slap of the mat by the referee indicating a pin, the Watertown athlete overcommitted his weight distribution, trying to get a pin. óLard-Bottomó rolled 
over on his opponentõs chest. When the referee slapped the mat, there was a stunned silence. The inevitable ending had suddenly been overturned. Victory had been snatched from 
the clutches of defeat. 
 
It would have been easy for òLard-Bottomó to have given up to the inevitable. Even though he was overmatched, òLard-Bottomó fought to keep from being pinned. His fight gave him 
an unexpected opportunity. We ought to pray as òLard-Bottom wrestled. Inevitable defeat and despair can suddenly give way to victory, but we have to keep from being pinned by our 
circumstances and keep praying.
