                            Rayõs Rama   
[You] disowned the holy and righteous one when Pilate had decided to release him. You asked for the reprieve of a murderer and killed the Prince of life (Acts 
3:13-14 REB).  
 

Last Sunday as George Tiller ushered at the Reformation Lutheran Church in Wichita, KS, Scott Roeder shot him dead in the foyer. Tiller was a deacon of the church and a 
medical doctor who performed abortions.  
 
How Tiller resolved his religious beliefs with the taking of the lives of the unborn is beyond me. He claimed to provide a service to women who learned that their unborn child was 
either a threat to their own lives or malformed beyond being able to live normally. Unlike other doctors who perform abortions, Tiller would abort the unborn even during the final 
trimester.   
 
George Tiller was a target. In 1986 his clinic was bombed. In 1991, Operation Rescue staged protests at his clinic resulting in 2700 arrests. In 1993, Tiller was shot in both 
arms. Several times the Kansas state legislature passed bills aimed at curbing Tiller. He countered by raising money to defeat pro-life legislators.  
 
Scott Roeder seems to be a religious person aligning himself with anti-government groups advocating violence. In 1998, he was convicted of possessing bomb-making materials. How 
Roeder resolved his religious beliefs with the killing of George Tiller is beyond me. I guess Roeder thought violence would prevent abortions. Violence didnõt stop Tiller until last 
Sunday morning.  An Omaha doctor has promised to carry on Tillerõs work. 
 
When asked about his kingdom, Jesus replied it was not of this world. If it were, Jesusõ followers would use the same tactics employed by Barabbas and his associates in an insur-
rection attempt. Ironically, Barabbas, the man of violence was chosen for a demonstration of Passover mercy, and the violence disavowed by Jesus was used against him. 
 
The way of Barabbas is to threaten, maim and kill the enemy. The way of Jesus is to love the enemy, to pray for the enemy, to forgive the enemy, and to die for the enemy (Mt 
5:43-48; 26:28; Lk 23:34). The violence which Scott Roeder sought violently to stop will continueñand with more protection and support than it has received in quite some time. 
The way of Barabbas only leads to more violence. The way of Jesus is the only way.
