GROWING THROUGH GRIEF—THE GOD OF HOPE 

One of the consistent testimonies in Scripture is that our faith can grow very strong during the darkest of times 

of adversity. It is during these darkest moments that we come to really know that our Lord and Savior, is in-

deed the God of hope. 

One of the important things about grieving is that you know for sure that your pain and sorrow is certain, and 

your loss is so very real that you can taste it in the depth of your being. 

This is why we must train ourselves in biblical hope in which where we are absolutely convinced that God IS 

and that HE has a world to come for us and that on the other side everything will be okay. 

That very certainty has to be BIGGER than the certainty of our sorrows. Ideally, this biblical certainty should 

come before times of adversity, so we can at least somewhat be prepared to face the challenge. BUT, if you are 

NOT sure that God is everything he says he is, then tell him your doubts and confusion and study His word 

beginning with John or Mark. 

We can come to know that Christ Jesus is our only secure hope for life and life after death. And, that we are 

certain in the depth of our very being that He is the living God and that everything will be okay through Him.
