Anytime we take our eyes off
of Jesus, we sink.

There are no rewards for giving up on doing right. Those who give up are soon forgotten, yet those remem-
bered as champions differed only in their refusal to surrender. God gives us everything we need for life and
godliness (2 Pet 1:3), but it takes courage to trust that the Lord is going to get us through.
