There was and is opposition to the apostolic declaration of freedom since it renders human distinctions and practices obso-
lete. In spite of being slandered, persecuted, and murdered, the apostles knew their message was more valuable than their
lives. I believe their teachings about Christ are still worth proclaiming and fighting (and dying) for.

I am thankful to have been raised within a movement of Christianity which sought to go back to the Scriptures and the
apostolic gospel, and simply be followers of Jesus. Thomas Campbell, an early leader of this movement of Christianity, said
something radical in September of 1809:

OWe are persuaded that it is high time for us not only t do
take all our measures directly and immediately from the Divine Standard; to this alone we feel ourselves divinely bound to
be conformed; as by this alone we must be judged . . . as every man must bear his own judgment; -- must give account of
himself to Godii We are also of the opinion that as the divine word is equally binding upon all so all lie under an equal obli-
gation to be bound by it, and it alone
