When a death occurs, finding the proper words or actions often leaves people feeling anxious.  We MUST avoid 

statements like, òwith time you will get over thisó, or òhe/sheó is in a better place. These statements offer NO 

comfort and deny the person their need to mourn properly. 

Express your sympathy, òI'm so sorry for your lossó, òI do not know what to sayó, òI am here for youó, òI am 

praying for you and your familyó. These are truthful, honest and direct. NEVER UNDERESTIMATE THE 

COMFORTING POWER OF FRIENDSHIP. 

The best thing we can do is spend time with that person and listen to them work through their grief, keeping in 

mind that people react differently. Being present is the greatest gift we can give to another human being. 

There will always be one specific person that when you look back, you will consider your òAngeló, that one per-

son who was the one who carried you through the most devastating time of your life. The òAngelsó can appear 

in many formsñsometimes it's a teenage boy/girl who understands that loss and pain so well, that he/she is 

able to help someone who lost their parent, in a way NO one else can. A Widow or Widower who truly knows 

the pain of burying the love of their life, can help another in a way NO one else could begin to. 

I am reminded and very thankful of Sister Mary Carnelli, who has been there for Kay's family, helping where 

she was needed without being asked. For this is the true gift of serving our awesome God.
