Fear gnawed me twice on vacation. No, it was not a fear of flying nor a fear that I couldn’t keep up with the
grandkids. It was not a fear that I was spending too much money on the grandchild though I did overspend. My
fear was missing the early morning flights scheduled on July 8 and 15.

My paranoia of missing a flight goes back to a time I almost missed one because I didn’t get up early enough.
