Wash and be clean . . . Come now, let us argue it out, says the Lord: though your sins are scarlet, they may 

yet be white as snow; though they are dyed crimson, they may become white as wool [Isaiah 1:16-18 REB].  

When leisure suits ruled, I owned three. One of them was green corduroy. Another was kaki and 100% polyes-

ter. The third was my favorite. It was a wool blend with marble like buttons. Its sleek design made one overlook 

it was a leisure suit and fit like a tailor-made. However, what set this suit apart from all others was its color. 

Having purchased it for 60% off at Montgomery Ward, I could hardly wait to wear it the following Sunday. As the 

sunshine of the first day of the week bounced off of my new suit I looked like one of the participants on the 

mount of transfiguration. If it were possible, the boisterous polyester shirt under the suit jacket highlighted the 

suit even more. 

I donõt remember what I preached that morning and doubt any of the listeners do. All that is remembered is the 

suit. Iõve never looked more handsomeñhandsome that is until dripping some Welchõs on my pants while clean-

ing the Lordõs Supper trays. My beloved dazzling, white suit was unsuitable after only one use. 

Life starts with innocence and potential. However, the dazzle of what we were and could have been gets tar-

nished. It matters not whether the stains are pin-sized or envelops the whole, we are no longer clean. Though 

some ignore or relish their tarnished souls, most try to cover up what they can after discovering they are unable 

to expunge the stains. 

God has a way of washing out scarlet and crimson stainsñthe blood of Jesus. Baptism is our submission to 

Godõs washing (Acts 22:16). When we emerge from the immersion, we wear the dazzling faithfulness of Jesus 

(Gal 3:27). Should one be stained after baptism, the blood of Jesus washes anewñjust as clean and white as 

beforeñas we admit our errors and seek to live out the teachings of Jesus (1 Jn 1:5-10). 

Whatever oneõs stain, however its size or depth, there is nothing God canõt wash out. We can be white as snow 

or virgin wool. Wash and be clean!
