U. S. Department of Agriculture forecast on sugar reserves and are asking limits on the importation of sugar from foreign
nations be lifted.

Before hoarding candy, sugared cereal or stocks in sugar, here are a few things to consider. The letter signed by company
executives pronouncing a sugar shortage was issued a week before the release of the U.S. Department of Agriculture fore-
cast. The forecast, while noting sugar reserves were lower than desired, did not suggest there was any impending short-
ages. Domestic sugar growers dispute the claims of Kraft, General Mills and Hershey.

Sugar reserves are likely to surge in the next couple of months as domestic sugar cane harvesting begins later this month

followed by sugar beets in October. With more sugar cane and beets planted this year than last, panic over the domestic
