How much room do you leave for helping others? 

Most of us have intentions for good but nothing replaces good actions. The writer of Hebrews says, òDo not neglect to 

show hospitality; by doing this, some have entertained angels unawaresó (Heb 13:2 reb). I wonder if the Bethlehem inn 

keeper ever regretted not making room for Joseph, Mary and the Savior. How many unrecognized angels are awaiting our 

help? 

How much room do you leave for God in your life?   

Iõve read that when the leadership of the Crystal Cathedral gathers for business meetings, the chair at the head of the ta-

ble is unoccupied. The chair is left available for the Lord to sit in any and all of their meetings. Iõm not sure what the Crystal 

Cathedral leadership would do, if a voice came from the empty chair, but I appreciate the sentiment.   

What space in your life do you leave for the Lord to come at will? 

Some time back, I read a book on how to get better organized. The thrust of the book is whatever is important must be 

given its own place and time. Unless place and time are given to something, it will be neglected. No wonder the Old Testa-

ment is filled with instructions for the Israelites to go to the tent of meeting at certain times.  

Where is your praying space?  What is your time of prayer? 

It is easy to think weõre too busy to pray. A practicing Muslim prays five times a day and the Muslim faith is one of the fast-

est growing religions in the United States. When weõre too busy to pray, it means that weõve not thought enough of God to 

make space for him. If weõve not thought enough of God to make space for him, what does that say about our choice be-

tween serving God or money (Matthew 6:24)?  

Are you ready to meet God if youõve not made space for him? 

In the parable of the rich fool (Luke 12:16-21), Jesus tells a story of a successful farmer who makes space for his retire-

mentñvia bigger barns to hold his abundant harvestsñbut in so doing dies unprepared to meet the Lord. As busy as the 

rich farmer was, it seems he hadnõt made the space he needed to face the Lord in eternity.
