Acknowledge that the LORD is God. He made us and we belong to him; we are his people and the
sheep of his pasture. (Psalm 100:3 ISV)

The other day a bumper sticker attached to the rear window of a vehicle got my attention: “Selfish?—
Have kids!” While raising children may not cure selfishness, the experience will challenge any self-centered
tendencies.

Being a follower of Jesus should also challenge selfishness. It cost Jesus his life to establish the church.
Hanging on the cross demanded all the humility, patience, and exertion that Jesus could muster. Just as the
Lord lived his life with the needs of others in mind, so must his followers (see Romans 15:1-3).

While everyone enjoys being comfortable, Christians are called to service, demanding humility, pa-
tience and exertion (see Ephesians 4:1-3). Such service cannot be accomplished by mere attendance or con-
tinuation of the status quo. Being a part of the church—purchased by the blood of Christ—is costly to those
who enjoy the benefits.

It costs to have a building like the one in which we congregate. It costs to have staff serving the needs
of North Oaks’ mission. It costs to reach out to people of Santa Clarita. It costs to organize and plan meaningful
worship services. It costs to staff classes for various ages. It costs to have life groups. It costs to have children’s
worship.
