Which of the following circumstances is likely to motivate you to consider a new vacuum: a high pres-
sure salesperson at your door, someone you don’t know well—or perhaps one you know all too well—telling you
your vacuum is a piece of junk, or a close friend expressing his/her satisfaction with a newly purchased vac-
uum?

If T have a working vacuum or don’t realize how ineffective it is, the first two scenarios have no chance.
If I should be without a vacuum or realize my vacuum is worthless, I'm unlikely to be influenced by the sales
person at the door or the person offering a brutally honest assessment. I may not be swayed by a friend boast-
ing about their new vacuum but this approach has a greater chance than the other two.

What works for vacuum persuasion also seems to be true of church attendance. A number of years ago,
I read a poll which said that 70% of respondents started going to a particular church because of an invitation
offered by a family member or friend. All other reasons for starting to attend a particular church paled in com-
parison.

The most effective thing for a believer to do is invite another to come along to church. Not all will accept
but if you are a satisfied follower of Christ you are more likely to influence your family and friends than a door-
to-door evangelist or a doom-and-gloom pronouncement of eternal consequences.

Just as the healed demon-possessed man influenced the Decapolis by telling others of the difference the
Lord made in his life, most of us can influence our families, friends and neighborhoods by letting them see and
hear of the difference Jesus has made in us and, then, invite them to come along and see and hear for them-
selves.

On October 18th we have an opportunity to invite others to come to North Oaks. Printed invitations are
available. Think about it. Pray about it. Plan whom to invite, then, simply offer an invitation. You may be sur-
prised by the response.
