Let your speech always be 

gracious, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how you ought to answer everyone.

If you and I donôt interact with those outside of Christ, who will? If you and I donôt live out the faith in the presence 

of unbelievers, who will? If you and I arenôt excited about Jesus, how can non-church goers be so? If you and I donôt 

invite at least a handful of outsiders to attend the Family and Friends Day on October 18th, who will? 

 

Donôt worry if others may say theyôre not interested; they may be interested when you invite them again. 

 

Donôt worry if some may say they donôt like church; if they like you they may come anyway. 

 

Donôt worry if some may say they already have a church; if youôre practicing the faith, they may come just to check 

North Oaks out. 

 

Donôt worry if those you may invite have rejected your invitation in the past. Today is a new day and some of their 

needs and interests have changed. 

 

Donôt worry if you canôt think of any family member or friend to invite for October 18. You still have three weeks to 

make some new friends to invite. 

 

Donôt worry if those you may invite have never been to church before; North Oaks will make them feel like they 

have always been coming. 

 

Donôt worry if those you may invite donôt own a Bible; the Scriptures used in the lesson for October 18 will be in 

PowerPoint form. 

 

Donôt worry if youôre pressed for time to invite. Pick up some invitation cards, mail them with a note from yourself. 

 

Donôt worry if youôve not been the best example of a Christian in the presence of those you ought to invite. Give 

them an invitation and tell them youôre getting back on the path that they too should take. 

 

Donôt worry if youôre going to be out of town on October 18. Invite family and friends any way and tell them they 

can come again on October 25 when youôre back in town. 

 

Donôt worry if you family and friends arenôt very moral. Jesus came to die for all sinners, including them.
