SAY GOODBYE

The knowledge of approaching death provides a rare
and unique opportunity to express your true feelings
for one who has been important in your life. It's a time
when you can say, “Thank you!”, “I love you!”, “I forgive
you as you forgive me”, and goodbye. Grief and sadness
are not eliminated, but they can be faced without com-
plications in the knowledge that you did whatever you
could for someone you loved dearly.

Most of us think of “grief” as something we experience
only after the death of someone close to us. But, griev-
ing can begin long before the final loss occurs, for you
as well as your loved one. In it's purest definition, grief
is the reaction to loss.

Few people in our
society are geared to support family members before a
death occurs. Anticipatory grief, though, is a normal
and healthy response to loss, and very real.
