But God said to him, “You fool, this very night you must surrender your life; and the money you have 

made, who will get it now?” That is how it is with the man who piles up treasure for himself and remains 

a pauper in the sight of God (Luke 12:20-21 reb). 

 
  Our financial infrastructure is in shambles and one of the most unpopular Presidents and Congresses in history 

are entrusted with finding a solution. Who’s to blame for this mess? For many, it’s the CEOs of the banks and Wall 

Street. According to The Week (10-10-08, p. 32), the five top Wall Street firms (three of which are no longer in busi-

ness) paid their CEOs a total of $3.1 billion during 2003-2007. 

 

  Less than a month ago, Fishman became the CEO of the troubled Washington Mutual Bank. He received a hiring 

bonus of $7.5 million. Now unemployed because WaMu declared bankruptcy, Fishman is eligible for $11.6 million 

in severance. The CEO prior to Fishman, whose policies lead the bank into trouble, is working out the details of his 

severance said to be around $20 million. (See: http://blogs.moneycentral.msn.com/topstocks/

archive/2008/09/30/the-best-temp-gig-in-history.aspx ). 

 

  CEOs aren’t the only blameworthy ones. There are the President and Congress who ignored their oversight re-

sponsibilities. There’s the American Public who failed to keep the government accountable. There are the stock-

holders who looked at company stock as money machines. There are those who chose to buy more house than 

they could afford or more house than they needed.  All swallowed the Tempter’s lures of ―More is better‖ and 

―Tomorrow will be better‖. No one looked far enough ahead. 

 

  What has happened in the Fall of 2008 has happened before and it will be repeated as long as people fail to re-

alize that God is our true security. Our nation’s financial implosion revealed the motto on our money, ―In God we 

trust‖ was just a motto. Jesus warned about the treasures of earth where moth and rust destroy and where thieves 

break-in and steal. A more secure treasure, Jesus pointed out, is one stored up in heaven. Further, Jesus taught, 

―For where you treasure is, there will your heart be also‖ and ―You cannot serve God and money‖ (Mt 6:21, 24 reb). 

 

  Better to learn Jesus’ tough lessons now than to learn them when it’s too late to change. Make God, his kingdom 

and his people a priority.
