Notes
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As for the rich in this present age, charge them not to be haughty, nor to set their hopes on the uncertainty o
riches, but on God, who richly provides us with everything to erfioyim 6:17 ESV).

The God of Scripture dares to be Lord rather than a god. If a relationship with the God of the Bible is to be had, it
must be based on the Lord’s liking not ours. Our ideas of being right with God will not do; rather we must be shaped
by what God has said and done.

Take for example the word “good.” While we all have our personal idea of what constitutes “good”, it is God our Lord
who defines it. The word “good” occurs fifteen times in Genesis 1-3. The “good” creation includes what many would
exclude: sea monsters, creeping creatures, a tree of the knowledge of good and evil, and a crafty serpent. All went
well as long as the first couple accepted God’s definition of “good,” but as soon as Adam and Eve defined “good”
autonomously their paradise deteriorated.

In Genesis 50:20, Joseph claimed that even though his brothers had intended to do harm, God had intended “good.”
Most of us would find it difficult to describe a death threat, enslavement, false accusations, a prison term, and a bro-
ken promise as a fitting description of “good.” Joseph, however, let God define the terms and could see the “good”
that others could not.

The words “frustration,” “bondage,” “groaning,” “birth pains,” and “weakness” in Romans 8:17-39 describe the dis-
tress endured by followers of Jesus in this life. In the midst of all the distress is a promise: “God works for the good of
those who love him” (v. 28).

In our unstable economic times, it is difficult to see any good. However, don’t set your hopes on the uncertainties of
just any definition of “good.” Let God set the terms. Our hope is in the promise that God will provide all the good we
need.
