County Sheriff and Fire Departments, will be conducting a drive-through, flu shot clinic on Friday, November 7, 

2008. This is the third consecutive year for this activity, which features the dispensing of flu shots without people 

generally having to leave the comfort of their cars. 

The flu-shot production line will be conducted in the College of the Canyons parking lots adjacent to Valencia Boulevard, with 

shots being dispensed from 10 a.m. until 12:30 p.m., or as long as the serum lasts.

Rayõs Rama 
 

A friend of mine who is in his third year of retirement confessed to losing $80,000 as the stock market tanked. 

While many might become despondent over such a happening, my friend and his wife remain upbeat. The source 

of their optimism is not a sudden Stock Market recovery but in the God with whom they had invested their eternity. 

 

 To help any who may feel anxious about their future economic status, I offer the following five biblical texts and one 

human authored poem:  

 

I have been young and now have grown old, but never have I seen the righteous forsaken or their children begging bread 

(Psa 37:25 reb). 

 

Not that I am speaking of want, for I have learned to be self-sufficient whatever my circumstances. I know what it is to 

have nothing, and I know what it is to have plenty. I have been thoroughly initiated into fullness and hunger, plenty and 

poverty. I am able to face anything through him who gives me strength (Philip 4:11-13 reb). 

 

Do not store up for yourselves treasure on earth, where moth and rust destroy, and thieves break in and steal; but store 

up treasure in heaven, where neither moth nor rust will destroy, nor thieves break in and steal (Mt 6:19-20 reb). 

 

We brought nothing into this world, and we can take nothing out; if we have food and clothing let us rest content. Those 

who want to be rich fall into temptations and snares and into many foolish and harmful desires which plunge people into 

ruin and destruction. The love of money is the root of all evil and in pursuit of it some have wandered from the faith and 

spiked themselves on many a painful thorn (1 Tim 6:7-10 reb). 

 

Two things I ask of you—do not withhold them in my lifetime: put fraud and lying far from me; give neither poverty nor 

wealth, but provide me with the food I need, for if I have too much I shall deny you and say, ―Who is the Lord?‖ and if I am 

reduced to poverty I shall steal and besmirch the name of my God (Prov 30:7-9 reb). 

 
My dad gave me one dollar bill ‗cause I‘m his smartest son, 

And I swapped it for two shiny quarters ‗cause two is more than one! 

And then I took the quarters and traded them to Lou 

For three dimes-- I guess he don‘t know that three is more than two!
