The
following are some characteristics of growing churches. See which of these we need to work on.

A growing church is an inviting community

A growing church is always inviting non-members to activities, worship, life groups, and classes. Not
all who are invited will come and not all who come will become members, but a growing church is al-
ways seeking new people, sensitive to visitors and not discouraged when the many invited are but a
few who come.

A growing church is a serving, supportive community

A growing church expects church members to serve and support one another. A growing church often
has 70% of its members participate in life groups and these life groups do most of the serving and sup-
port of the church. If there is a need within the congregation that goes unmet, a growing church finds
members who are willing to be dedicated to the filling of that need.

A growing church is involved in the larger community

A growing church is always seeking ways to get involved in the city or town of which it is apart. The
sharing of the good news of Jesus involves more than a sharing of a message; it also involves the shar-
ing of lives. The more a church is involved in the larger community the more opportunities it has to
share the message of Jesus.

A growing church lives out the gospel into its context

A growing church lives out the meaning of Jesus life, death and resurrection in the situation it finds
itself. Bible study is not an academic exercise; rather it is a dialogue with the living, breathing author
of the Bible in order to obtain guidance for today. A growing church reexamines previous understand-
ings and interpretations of the Bible doubting that any previous generation has unearthed all of the
treasures of the word.

A growing church prays and is dependent on God.

A growing church understands that God is calling it to do things beyond its own power and resources.
Therefore a growing church prays in order to ascertain God’s leading and to acquire God’s resources to
get the task done.

A growing church follows God’s vision of what it should be.

A growing church is not stuck in the past rather it moves forward where God is leading. A growing
church has leaders who articulate God’s leading. A good church has servants who do the grunt work of
getting where God is leading. --Ray
