My friends, whenever you have to face all sorts of trials, count yourselves supremely happy in the knowl-

     Spina bifida is a birth defect of the spinal cord for which there is no cure. Seven of every 10,000 births in the 
United States are affected by spina bifida. People with spina bifida suffer various types of paralysis and/or bladder-
bowel control.  
     Spina bifida has paralyzed the legs of Jada Wallace. She is a senior at Oakland Catholic High School, an all-girls 
school in Pittsburgh, PA. Though confined to a wheel chair and crutches, Jada is on the school's swim team, earn-
ing three varsity letters. In 2005, she won three gold medals at Appalachian Wheel Chair Games. 
    Jada swims solely by the strength of her arms. She often swims 10 full laps in an Olympic-sized pool for practice. 
Jada’s inspiration for swimming is her older sister, Jordan, who swims for the University of Pittsburg in spite of her 
diabetes.

     Dealing with adversity is not easy but obstacles, birth defects, failures and injustices don’t have to be the final 
word. Just as Jada Wallace demonstrates a determination that will not be stopped, so did Joseph, the eleventh son 
of the biblical patriarch—Jacob.  
     The favoritism that Jacob showed to Joseph created rivalries among the siblings. Tensions peaked when some 
of the brothers apprehended Joseph and sold him to a band of traders. While the brothers feigned their brother’s 
death, Joseph found himself enslaved in a distant land. 
     For 13 years, Joseph worked as a slave, was imprisoned, and forgotten by people he had helped. Rather than 
surrendering to the injustices by becoming bitter, Joseph remained faithful to God and industrious to whomever he 
was accountable. Then Joseph was called before the leader of the land to interpret a dream which the Pharaoh had 
the night before. Joseph went from prisoner to a leading person in the government of the most powerful nation at 
the time. 
     The next time you face adversity—don’t give up.
