Everything is now ready.õ Every single one of them began asking to be excused.‖

 My mother, recognizing my procrastinating nature, repeatedly said, ―Intentions are worthless unless 

acted upon.‖ Her rebukes were but naggings until my grandmother died. When my grandmother’s battle with 

cancer escalated, I thought of her often and intended to write, but I procrastinated. The letters in my head and 

of my heart were never written.  

 

  We all procrastinate and for various reasons: we’re busy, we’re tired, we’re disorganized, we’ve chosen 

poorly, we don’t know what to do, the timing is not right, unforeseen obstacles arise, etc. Whatever the reason 

for our procrastination may be, the opportunity to do what we intend will soon be lost. 

  

 Some unfilled intentions are replaceable. I intended to climb Mt. Washington in New Hampshire when 

I lived in New England. Living in Santa Clarita hinders my climbing the famed peak, but I have hiked Califor-

nia’s Mt. Whitney. Other unfilled intentions are dangerous. How many, who intended to see a doctor because 

of a recurring tightening of the chest, have died from heart attacks without ever getting to a physician alive? 

 

 What are you intending in your relationship with the Lord? Jesus warns many will come saying, ―Lord, 

Lord, we’ve done great things for you‖; yet the Lord will reply, ―I don’t know who you are.‖ Are you living in 

such a way that the Lord knows who you are now? If not, stop procrastinating! Be regular in your church at-

tendance, Bible study, prayers and doing good for others. 

 

 What are you intending in your relationship with North Oaks? Don’t count on being an influential part 

of the congregation until you are doing something vital for the congregation: get involved in a life group, en-

courage someone, go the extra mile, forgive, be patient, pray, etc. 

 

 What are you intending in your relationship with your family? No couple marries in order to divorce, 

yet because couples procrastinate in relationship building, divorces occur. No parent decides to be a stranger 

to his or her children, but through procrastination strained relations are built. Act on your intentions to love 

you family! 

 

 May the Lord grant the wisdom to determine what is vital and what is peripheral so that we may be 

busy with who matters and on what matters and procrastinate wisely.
