Jim O’Neil jumped into the pilot seat of his Cessna expecting a normal flight. Skies were clear and the winds
were low. Take off from the Scottish airport was flawless. The bright sun into which O’Neil was flying was the only
thing one could complain about. Forty minutes into the flight, he could no longer see his instrument panel.

O’Neil didn’t panic. He had flown for 20 years and had experienced temporary sun blindness before. However, it
didn’t take him long to realize his blindness was more than temporary. He couldn’t see a thing—not the situation
one wants to be in while flying solo at about 6000 feet. The only thing O’Neil could do was keep his Cessna steady,
radio for help and not panic.

One can only image the eternity O'Neil experienced between his initial distress call and the arrival of another pi-
lot to fly beside him. Fortunately, O’Neil’'s new eyes belonged to Paul Gerrard, a Royal Air Force Wing Commander.
Gerrard provided O’Neil with simple commands, leading him to the nearest airport. Flying a plane blind is difficult,
but landing solely upon verbal instructions is far more of a challenge.

Gerrard guided O’Neil to a couple of feet above the runway. At the last second, O’'Neil dropped his plane too
much and bounced off of the surface back into the air. The same thing happened on the second attempt. Finally,
the third attempt succeeded. O’Neil suffered a stroke and is slowly recovering his sight. Read more of O’Neil’s flight
