     Almost 200 years ago near the village of Komarovo, members of the Russian Orthodox Church built a two-story 
house of worship. The building was the center of activity for farmers and their families for over 100 years. When 
the Communists seized power in 1918, the congregation was disbanded and the building was confiscated and 
used as a school for disabled children. 
 
After the Soviet Union dissolved, interest in the Russian Orthodox Church renewed. Many former congregations 
were reestablished and past houses of worship reclaimed. The Russian Orthodox Church reclaimed the place of 
worship near Komarovo in 1998. However, efforts to reestablish the congregation were tabled because of a lack of 
a priest. 
 
Last July, leaders of the Russian Orthodox Church reexamined the church building, contemplating a reestablish-
ment of congregation. As one might expect, the building was in need of repairs after the neglect of the previous 
decade. When construction workers arrived at the church to begin repairs they couldnõt believe their eyes. The en-
tire building was gone. 
 
An investigation revealed the church building had been dismantled by villagers. They were so poor that an offer by 
a local business person for 4 cents per brick was enough for the villagers to take the church building down brick by 
brick.

Places of worship in America rarely suffer the same fate as the one in Komorovo. However, real damage can be 
done to congregations when members, one by one, donõt use their talents and skills for the kingdom. The Church is 
created by God of interdependent people. Donõt get involved and watch the Church die. Get involved and watch 
God build a Temple.
