Last Sunday, I made a 

short appeal for donations for Help the Children so turkeys could be provided to needy families for Thanksgiv-

ing. You gave $360 dollars. Last Christmas, after making it known that four families had no means for Christ-

mas, within 24 hours you gave over $1200.  

 

North Oaks has helped with two major food collections for Help the Children in 2009, collecting over 2500 

items. North Oaks has donated almost 1000 items to Help the Children in the bin under the stairwell. North 

Oaks donated over $1500 to the Santa Clarita Valley Pregnancy Center via the baby bottles. North Oaks has 

helped several with their bills, totaling several thousand dollars. Our young folks are helping with their con-

tributions as they go to children’s worship. 

 

North Oaks has made a big difference in the three consecutive Make A Difference Day. North Oaks has 

picked up hundreds of pounds of trash in Santa Clarita’s River Rallies. The teens of North Oaks have assisted 

several seniors in household chores. North Oaks has agreed to allow Family Promise to use the parsonage as a 

Day Center beginning sometime in 2010. In addition, there are the untold North Oaks individual donations of 

time and money to help others. 

 

You are making a differ-

ence in Santa Clarita. As we enter the holiday season, there will be others who need help, and I know that 

North Oaks will step up and do something.
