―Those who lived in the past are not remembered, and those who follow will not be remembered by 

those who follow themó (Eccl 1:11 reb).   
 
    It’s an inescapable fact of life that those who are known will be forgotten. I know; it’s happening to me. While 
attending my niece’s high school graduation, I listened to various presenters and speakers drone on about stu-
dents, teachers and events of which I knew nothing.   
    Prior to presenting the class for graduation, the high school principal honored a student for outstanding achieve-
ment. The student had served as ―Mayor‖ or Student Body President. The principal declared that the ―Mayor‖ had 
accomplished something never before achieved in school history.  I chuckled when I heard the accomplishment. 
While the ―Mayor‖ earned praise for his feat, he wasn’t the first to do such a thing. I was when I was the ―Mayor‖—
or so my principal said.  
    Ironically, on the very spot where this graduation was taking place was where I made a name for myself. On the 
track and the football field I was a star. The first of the traditional outdoor graduations for this school started with 
my class and I was largely responsible for it. However, had I wanted to immediately correct the principal’s assertion 
the only available collaborating witnesses were my parents.  
    While my high school accomplishments aren’t important to be remembered, there are stories of accomplish-
ments, struggles and losses which younger generations need to know. Unless we—who were there or who have told 
by previous generations--retell memories of the past they will be forgotten.    
    Take the time during this Thanksgiving holiday to share a story. The stories of the past provide a perspective for 
the present. Some stories of the past make us thankful for today; others make us wish for the good ole days. A few 
tales of old inspire, but most of all they remind us we are not the first, the last or alone.   
    More importantly, the young generation needs to hear stories of what God has done in the past. If my feats are 
forgotten, it is no loss, but if a generation forgets the deeds of the Lord, humanity is in real trouble.
