The world is skeptical of God, certainty and hope. In response, Christians have mounted an
apologetic, stressing the rationality, practicality and morality of faith. In spite of the best of efforts,
Christian apologetics has not led the disbelieving world to faith.

The ineffectiveness of Christian apologetics lies not in its evidence, or arguments, rather its
weakness is found in its assumptions about faith. Biblical faith is taking God at his word in which
there is no evidence, arguments or reasoning other than the Lord himself.

Abraham believed he would become the father of a multitude because God said so. At times, he
and his wife, Sarah, tried to help the promise along. Each attempt to help God along failed. God and
God alone was the keeper of the promise.

Living between the word/promise and the reality/fulfillment is not easy. Like Abraham, we can-
not help God’s promise along, though we often try. Waiting for God’s promise often makes us look
like fools to those who don’t believe, but don’t think believers are powerless. The power of believers
1s in the message of their behavior.

In Acts 16, Paul and Silas proclaimed Jesus as Lord in Philippi. Some believe but most don’t.
The disbelief of many would have been affirmed when Paul and Silas were scourged and jailed—is
Jesus Lord if he can’t prevent his best followers from suffering? However, Paul and Silas believed
differently—if Jesus is Lord, then, he will use this set back as a means for victory.

While their backs screamed in pain, the voices of Paul and Silas filled the jail in song and
prayer. When an earthquake literally (and figuratively) shook up the life of the jailer, he had no
problem asking for help from the two prisoners who spoke of God, certainty and hope and lived ac-
cordingly.
