Ezra 7:10 reads,   For Ezra set his heart to study the law of the LORD and to practice it, and to teach His statutes 

and ordinances in Israel.‖ 

 

What a wonderful three-part description of a person dedicated to God‘s Word!  When you think of all of the charac-

teristics that could describe a person who is in love with the Truth you would be hard pressed to find a better list 

that is so well summarized.  Notice the three parts and how each built upon the other: 

 

  1.  Ezra set his heart to study God‘s Word. 

  2.  He set his heart to practice what he studied. 

  3.  He set his heart to teach what he studied and practiced.  

  

Are you in love with God‘s word?  If you are not sure, use Ezra as a guide and ask yourself, ―‖Do you set your heart
