Coffee purchased within the border of Germany is slapped with a $2.15 per pound tax. Know-
ing some evaded the tax by purchasing coffee online from non-German distributors, authorities cre-
ated a special unit to track down offenders.

Over 4,000 orders of non-taxed coffee purchases were made by Germans via the internet in
2009. The fines and taxes assessed equaled $37,025. The costs associated with the tracking down the
offenders and making them pay their fair share is just short of $1.2 million. See http://

As fruitless as the crackdown on coffee tax-cheats has been, it is just as unfruitful to nurse a
grudge. No one likes being slighted, insulted or wronged, but often the offender had no intent to of-
fend. If the Son of God forgave those crucifying him because they didn’t know what they were doing,
shouldn’t the same be done for unintended slights, insults, and wrongs.

Even if the offender intended to harm, the reaction of the offended can be more harmful than
helpful. Trying to obtain justice can result in the offended being more offensive than the original of-
fender. There is no greater misery than the victim of a bitter heart.

As gifts for Christmas are purchased and wrapped, give a gift to yourself and to those who
matter most—“be done with all spite and bad temper, insults and slander, with evil of any kind. Be
generous to one another, tender-hearted, forgiving one another as God in Christ forgave you.” You
will never regret it.
