Henry Blodget knows market bubbles. In the 1990s he became a star and rich man. As a Merrill Lynch tech-stock analyst, he 

made hundreds of millions for clients in dot-com stock. Even when he sensed dot-com stocks were bubbling, he continued in-

vesting, thinking he could pull out before things popped. 

 

The dot.com bubble burst so quickly investigators figured Blodget had colluded with CEOs and CFOs to keep the businesses 

afloat past their viability. His defense: he lost his entire portfolio in the dot-com crash. It is with an insiderõs view that Blodget 

writes about the housing market crash in òWhy Wall Street Always Blows Itó in The Atlantic (Dec 2008, 50-60). 

 

Blodget says bubbles are inevitable because of the demand for above average returns. Once the average is surpassed, more 

and more get in on the secret until there is no longer a secret and the gains of the past are no longer sustainable. According to 

Blodget, market bubbles are the creative work of everyone. 

 

What do people do now? Blodget says save more, spend less, donõt buy something unaffordable and when investing diversifyñ

not exactly new ideas. When asked what lessons could be learned from the current crisis, an investment guru for 40 years re-

plied, òWe will learn an enormous amount in a very short time, quite a bit in the medium term, and absolutely nothing in the 

long termó (Blodget, 60).  

 

What gets overlooked about bubbles pales to what is forgotten about the Lord. A relationship with God involves humbly accept-

ing the death and resurrection of Christ and living out oneõs life accordingly. Holiness, service, sacrifice, forgiveness, and utter 

dependence on God are too promisingñunless Godõs word is taken seriously. 

  
History is filled with stories of the disregard of the gospel for something of human making. Nothing takes the place of the 

death, burial and resurrection of Jesus and it is this gospel alone which saves, transforms and builds lasting hope. Anytime a 

person, a family, or church relies on something other than the gospel, a bubble has just been created which will sooner than 

laterñmuch soonerñburst.
