No one alive (save deity) knows the birth date of Jesus. According to experts, Jesus
was born between 8 BC to AD 2. Though the December 25th observance became “official” some 350
years after the fact, there are millions of Christmas celebrators who claim January 6th to be the
day.

Through the centuries, various cultural and religious traditions have been velcroed to Christ-
mas, transforming the observance of a birth in a stable into something foreign to Scripture. For this
reason, various groups of believers have refused to celebrate Christmas. The sixteenth century Eng-
lish Puritans were among the first of these protesters, and the Churches of Christ have coura-
geously stood with this protest.

It is time, however, to change the focus of the protest. In the sixteenth century, the protest cen-
tered upon the making of Christmas, a holy day, as if observances on that day were the atonement.
In the twenty-first century, Christmas is primarily a secular merchandizing event decorated with
pious sentiments.

Followers of the Savior need to recover the earthiness of Jesus’ birth lest we so homogenize his
life and death that his humanness is removed. It is in Jesus humanness that we see the glory of his
faithfulness to the Father and his love for people. That the Creator of the world would humble him-
self to be placed in a feeding trough, says more about him and our value to him that all the presents
under your tree at home.
